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In August 2021, the French legislature enacted a new law that provides the
country with a legal arsenal to more effectively combat climate change. In
the spirit of the law, the artificialization of land attributable to urban sprawl
fuels climate change, raising the question of the responsibility of local
territories through their planning regimes and planning dynamics. The implementation of the law
then questions the articulation between climate responsibility, spatial justice and social justice in
the binding implementation of parsimonious land-use planning regimes. As part of a critical
attention to the principle of responsibility, this presentation seeks to analyze land-efficient policies
in France and Japan.

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In the wake of economic growth and technological progress, ethical and
legal considerations have long been dominated by a human-centered

perspective. However, since the 1960s, the detrimental effects of these
developments—evident in severe environmental degradation and industrial diseases—have raised
pressing questions about our predominantly anthropocentric focus, including the unjust sacrifices
demanded of non-human entities. Against this backdrop, the fields of animal ethics and
environmental ethics have sought to move beyond anthropocentric norms by exploring non-
anthropocentric frameworks. This presentation will examine how such perspectives not only enrich
our moral discourse but also offer practical pathways for resolving conflicts related to
environmental and interspecies concerns.
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The Liability of Companies: The Solution to Humanitarian Disaster?

The liability of companies has raised many issues in France. The large
number of humanitarian disasters caused by companies has led to them
increasing their vigilance. In order to preserve their marketing image, they
spontaneously developed corporate social responsibility policies. This is
manifested in the draft of a collective agreement relating to human rights. Often concluded at the

group parent company level, it is supposed to be apply to all subsidiaries. However, these



agreements are generally not enforceable when the area in question is outside of French territory.
In order to make the corporate liability of companies more effective, additional laws are being
promulgated in France to increase company’s preventive efforts and ensure that any damage caused
is remediated. Following the Erika scandal, a 1999 oil tanker disaster off the coast of France, a new
article of the civil code was enacted in 2017, recognizing ecological damage. Any fault that has
caused such damage obligates those responsible to compensate the government and or relevant
environmental protection organizations. Furthermore, the consecration of the duty of care in both
French and European Union law has provided new tool s and a greater impetus for companies to
act with a sense of responsibility.

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An unprecedented moment, the Anthropocene suggests that human activities have the potential to
tip the Earth system towards alternative modes of functioning that could prove irreversible and less
hospitable for humans and other forms of life. Based upon a unique, multipolar spatio-temporal
configuration, the Anthropocene thought experiment postulates a human subject in the present
imagining a future subject who reconstructs the present era through what it will have left behind.

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Three Different Aspects of Democracy - Values, Institutions, and

Ichihara examines three different aspects of democracy - values, institutions,
and ideology - arguing that proponents of the liberal international order,
whether policymakers or academics, fail to recognize that the democracy
they promote is an ideology, and is not in fact, the values and institutions that are essential for

democracies to be democracies. When coupled with the widespread deterioration of democratic
values and institutions, there is an increasing sense that the discourse on democracy is hypocritical
and this has weakened confidence in democratic forms of governance, especially in the Global
South.
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Responsibility to Whom? Limits and Hopes of Democracy |
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Democracy, that is governance of the people (demos, in Ancient Greek), by

‘\@, % the people, is limited across two key dimensions. The first is spatial, in that
democracies only grant voting rights to their own citizens and are thus
unable to adequately consider the needs and interests of those in other

countries. The second limitation is temporal; as democracies only grant voting rights to those above
the age of majority, they struggle to adequately consider the interests of future generations. It is
due to these spatial and temporal limitations that democracies tend to struggle with global issues
such as inequality, poverty, gender discrimination, and environmental concerns. However, this is
not meant to imply that authoritarian regimes are better equipped to handle these complex problems,
rather, that as citizens in democracies we must think about how we can more responsibly respond

to these key global issues.
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Raphaél LANGUILLON-AUSSEL is a researcher at the French Institute for Research on Japan in
Tokyo, as well as an associate researcher at the University of Geneva and the University of
Strasbourg. Alumni of the Ecole Normale Supérieure, and PhD holder in geography and planning,
he conducts work in critical political economy of planning on the relationships between
urbanization dynamics, the nature of political regimes and the evolution of capitalist regimes that
govern accumulation logics. He has been leading for two years a research project on the
territorialization of parsimonious land use policies in a climate perspective and their social effects
on the production of affordable housing in France (https://resizan.hypotheses.org/).
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Kanako Takae is a research associate at the Institute for Advanced Social Sciences, Waseda
University, Japan, and a doctoral candidate at the University of Tokyo. Her field of expertise is in
applied ethics, approached through a background in analytic philosophy. Her research primarily
focuses on exploring the ethical implications arising from scientific and technological
advancements, with a particular emphasis on the development of innovative ethical frameworks
that address ongoing changes in contemporary society. Her doctoral thesis investigates how
scientific and technological progress shapes the direction of ethical debates—particularly through
the lens of animal ethics—highlighting emerging ethical challenges that call for a fundamental
paradigm shift in our society.
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Marie Eliphe is an assistant professor at Paris Panthéon-Assas University, where she has been employed since
September 2023, and is a member of the Social Law Research Institute at the same university. In 2022, she
received her doctorate in civil law from Paris Panthéon-Assas University, after which she was a JSPS
Postdoctoral Fellow at the University of Tokyo's Graduate Schools for Law and Politics from October 2022-April
2023. Her dissertation focuses on judicial acts for others and is scheduled to be published by the editor of Paris-
Pantheon-Assas University in 2026. In March of 2025, she directed a symposium at Paris-Pantheon-Assas
University about the evolution of employment in comparative French and Japanese Laws. Her primary area of

expertise is labor law, with additional research interests extending to civil law and insurance law.
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Isabelle Giraudou is a Professor at the University of Tokyo's Graduate School of Arts and Sciences,
affiliated with the Organization for Programs on Environmental Sciences (OPES). Her current
research examines how practicing lawyers develop and utilize specific skills and knowledge to
address the legal challenges posed by increasingly frequent and severe climate change-induced
events in Japan. Her academic career includes a doctorate in International Law from Paris II
Panthéon-Assas University and a post-doctorate in Comparative Environmental Law at the
University of Tokyo's Graduate School for Law and Politics. She has taught at Niigata University
(2001-2004), Tohoku University (2004-2008), and Nagoya University (2012-2016), and worked
as a researcher at the French Research Institute on Japan in Tokyo (2008-2012).
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Maiko Ichihara is a professor at the Graduate School of Law and the School of International and
Public Policy at Hitotsubashi University, Japan. She also chairs the Steering Committee of the East
Asia Democracy Forum and serves on the Steering Committees of the World Movement for
Democracy and the Japan Factcheck Center. Throughout her career, she has conducted research on
international relations, democracy support, and Japanese foreign policy and influence operations.
She holds a Ph.D. in political science from George Washington University. Her publications
include: "How to Tackle Disinformation in Japan: Lessons from the Russia-Ukraine War," in
Jessica Brandt, et al., Impact of Disinformation on Democracy in Asia (Brookings Institution,
2022); "Japanese Democracy After Shinzo Abe," Journal of Democracy 32-1 (2021); and Japan's
International Democracy Assistance as Soft Power: Neoclassical Realist Analysis (New York and
London: Routledge, 2017).
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Hirohide Takikawa is a Professor at the University of Tokyo's Graduate School of Law and Politics.
His research focuses on legal philosophy, particularly studies on the state, responsibility, and
democracy. He has previously held positions as a Professor at both Rikkyo and Osaka City
Universities and served as a visiting scholar at Harvard University (2003-2005) and Oxford
University (2018-2019). His major publications include "Kokka no Tetsugaku: Seijiteki Gimu kara
Chikyt Kyowakoku e" (Philosophy of the State: From Political Obligation to Global Republic)
(University of Tokyo Press, 2017) and "Sekinin no Imi to Seido: Futan kara Oto " (The Meaning
and Institution of Responsibility: From Burden to Response) (Keiso Shobo, 2003). His recent
edited works include "Motto Toikakeru Hotetsugaku" (Further Questioning Legal Philosophy)
(Horitsu Bunka Sha, 2024), "Kujibiki Shimasenka?" (Shall We Draw Lots?: From Democracy to



Survival) (Shinzan Sha, 2022), and "The Rule of Law and Democracy" (Franz Steiner Verlag,
2020). He currently serves as Vice President of the International Association for Philosophy of
Law and Social Philosophy (IVR).
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Gilles Campagnolo is a senior full research-professor at the French
National Center for Scientific Research (CNRS-Humanities and Social
Sciences) & Paris Pantheon-Sorbonne University. He has been a Research
Director since his time at Aix-Marseille School of Economics for
CNRS/AMSE, an Associate of the London School of Economics
(LSE/CPNSS) and an International Associate Member of the Regional
Economic and Business Network with a special appointment as a professor
at Hokkaido University. He serves as Co-chief Editor of the Revue de Philosophie
Economique/Review of Economic Philosophy and Director of "E-conomiques", a series at Paris
science-publishing company Editions Matériologiques. He coordinated the International Research
Network (IRN) "Justice & Interest" and now coordinates the IRN “Responsibility, Choice and
Coordination”, which gathers research units from Japan, Quebec, France, Finland, the Netherlands
and Switzerland. His research focuses on economic philosophy and the history of economic thought,
with particular emphasis on institutional economics and comparative studies.
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Adrienne Sala is an Assistant Professor at Waseda University and an
Associate Researcher at the French Research Institute on Japan at the
Maison franco-japonaise (UMIFRE 19 MEAE—CNRS). She is also a former
Visiting Researcher at the University of Tokyo’s Institute of Social Science
(ISS). Her research focuses on the dynamics of institutional change, public
policymaking, and the role of judicial recourse in these processes. She

examines the judicialization of social and environmental issues, exploring
whether recourse to courts constitutes a distinctive form of democratic participation. She holds a
Ph.D. in Institutional Economics from EHESS (Ecole des Hautes Etudes en Sciences Sociales,
Paris) and has an academic background in business and Japanese studies. She has co-edited the
special issue “Justice, Interest, and Judicialization” (Justice, Intérét et Judiciarisation) with Gilles
Campagnolo for the Revue de Philosophie Economique (vol. 25, 2024), and the special
issue “Judicialization of Social and Environmental Issues in Japan” (Judiciarisation des enjeux
sociaux et environnementaux au Japon) with Isabelle Giraudou for Ebisu. Etudes japonaises (no.
60, 2023).
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Yasushi Watanabe is a Professor at Keio University's Faculty of
Environment and Information Studies. His research focuses on American
studies and public diplomacy. After graduating from Sophia University, he
earned his master's and doctoral degrees from Harvard University (PhD,
1997). He has held positions as an associate at the Weatherhead Center for
International Affairs at Harvard University, senior associate at Oxford
University, fellow at Cambridge University, and Japan scholar at the Wilson
Center. His recent major publications include "Hakujin nashonarizumu: Amerika o yurugasu
'bunkateki hando™ (White Nationalism: The Cultural Backlash that Rocked America) (Chuko
Shinsho, 2020), "Ribatarianizumu: Amerika o yurugasu jiyushijoshugi" (Libertarianism: The
Ultrafreedomism Shaking Up America) (Chuko Shinsho, 2019), and "'Bunka' o toraenaosu:
Karuchuraru sekyuriti no hasso" (Rethinking Culture: On the Concept of Cultural Security)
(Iwanami Shoten, 2015). He is the recipient of the Suntory Prize for Social Sciences and
Humanities, Japan Society for the Promotion of Science Prize, and Japan Academy Medal.
